From the Principal - End of Term 1 
Our school term ends this week. The Christian 
tradition of Easter has always been a cornerstone of 
the calendar. Its significance is something students 
should know about and recognise. Senior students 
and staff have organised a Liturgy to finish the term 
with this Thursday based on the significance of Holy 
Week (week leading up to Easter).  
 
Reflection for Holy Week- John 13:1-15 
This ‘event’ takes place at the Last Supper (Holy 
Thursday). Jesus is there with his friends. He was 
aware this would be the last time he would gather 
with the group.  ‘It was before the festival of the 
Passover and Jesus knew that the hour had come for 
him to pass from this world to the Father...They were 
at supper...He got up from the table…he poured 
water into a basin and began to wash his friends’ feet 
and wipe them with the towel he was wearing.  When 
he had washed their feet he asked, do you 
understand what I have done to you? You call me 
Master and Lord, and rightly: so I am. If, I then, the 
Lord and Master, have washed your feet, you should 
wash each other’s feet. I have given you an example 
so that you may copy what I have done to you.  
 In this passage Jesus teaches us about service, 
unconditional love and forgiveness. This teaches us 
about the necessity to receive love and to serve 
others.  EASTER is the part of the year when we see 
the ultimate example of service and love.
