Ash Wednesday and Lent

Our Lenten Journey - ‘A Time of Change’

This week we began our Lenten journey with Ash
Wednesday. This season in the Church’s year is a
solemn reflective season where we spend forty
days preparing ourselves for the mystery of the
death and resurrection of Jesus Christ at Easter.
The forty days recall the forty days that Jesus
spent in the desert preparing for his public ministry.
We began this solemn season with Liturgy of the
Word and distribution of ashes. The placement of
ashes is linked to expressions of repentance
practiced by the Hebrew people and symbolizes
the need for us to remember our humble
beginnings and our humble end. The word humble
comes from the Latin word humus — earth, dirt,
soil.

This is a time also to renew and change our selves
through fasting, prayer and almsgiving (charity).
Lent is a journey that we make to help us change
our hearts more directly towards God and grow more just, loving and caring for others — through this we grow
to be the people that God wants us to be.

During Lent students will be involved in a range of activities that will give them time and a focus for preparing
and renewing themselves so that their relationship with God, others and self can be developed. These
activities will include lunchtime masses, our annual Lenten Challenge (fundraising and justice awareness),
Workday, the Sacrament of Reconciliation and lessons focused on the needs of others.
