Last Monday evening the ERO presented its preliminary findings to the BOT following the time they spent in 
the College over the last week. The big question for review was; How effectively does the St  Peter’s school 
curriculum promote student; engagement, progress and achievement?  What follows are the headings their 
report will be written under. They noted a successful school on the move. Areas of strength included: a 
strong community fulfilling the school vision to develop students who are well rounded, responsible, 
participating and succeeding in a wide range of activities. Senior student achievement in NCEA is 
consistently high . The staff has identified with the community very clearly the strategic direction of the 
College to effect further improvement. There was best practice evident in classrooms across the school and 
the strong pastoral care of students was being enhanced by the ongoing review of this. The areas for 
ongoing development were centred on the use of achievement information being evaluated in Year 7-10 to 
inform effectiveness of teaching and learning as well as ensuring progress could be used to make strategic 
decisions to improve achievement of junior students.  This included the continuing the developments initiated 
to support students to be more independent learners and more opportunities for students to develop a bi-
cultural element to their learning. The confirmed report will be available in a about a month’s time.
